$57,000 from the Junior League helped with the purchase.

* Walter Scott purchased the old St. Nicholas Serbian Orthodox
Church at 30" & S Streets for $51,000 as the new home for our
South Omaha programs.

* The Cornhusker Chapter #92 of the Telephone Pioneers of

America made a dream come true: a bigger and better Girls Club in South Omaha. The
Telephone Pioneers logged 13,000 volunteer hours and donated $36,000 towards the
renovation efforts. Dedication of the South Omaha Girls Club was May 3, 1987.
